TRAIL PERMIT DOLLARS 
Where does the Money go? 
 
When you purchase your annual Trail Permit from a Buckhorn District Snowmobile Club Permit 
Issuer, you are putting your money into BDSC snowmobile trails.  Your dollars are used by the 
BDSC and the OFSC to improve and promote the trails that we all ride. None of the Trail Permit 
Fee goes to the Government. Please be aware that neither the BDSC or any other OFSC Club 
retains all of the dollars that are paid out for Trail Permits. Factors such as the number of 
kilometers of Top Trails, the number of kilometers of Club secondary Trails maintained, the 
number of Industrial Groomers the Club operates, the number of hours spent grooming, etc, etc in 
each season are used in a formula that calculates how much of each permit sold by the club that 
they get to keep. This varies from Club to Club based on the factors mentioned above, it’s an 
attempt to make sure that all the Clubs are treated fairly.  Many of the dollars that go to the OFSC 
are re-invested by the OFSC in broad provincial trail related programs that benefit Clubs and 
Permit holders alike.  Listed below are areas where your Trail Permit dollars are spent. 
 
Trail Funding Disbursement Program 
The OFSC makes annual grants to Clubs to assist in the purchase of new grooming equipment and 
bridges, as operational assistance for TOP Trails, for subsidized signage and for trail related 
emergencies. 
 
Trail Operations Development 
The OFSC mandates that your Club spends all Trail Permit dollars on trail operations. Expenses 
ranging from fuel, insurance, bridging, bulldozing, signage, grading, equipment repairs, trail 
brushing, grooming and the purchase of new grooming equipment that may cost a minimum of 
$130,000 per unit. 
 
Trail Insurance 
The annual premium costs paid out of the dollars received from the sale of Trail Permits keep 
Ontario snowmobiling Trails open for Snowmobiling. This Third Party Liability Insurance  Policy 
is required to protect your Club, the volunteers and landowners from liability arising from 
incidents on OFSC Trails. These premiums have continued to increase substantially putting 
upward pressure on the price of a Trail Permit. 
 
Safety Campaign 
The SledSmart Safety  Programs, which promotes responsible Snowmobiling to make our trails 
safer and to improve the image of our sport, are supported by Trail Permit dollars. 
 
OFSC and Club Operations 
As non-profit organizations, the OFSC and your BDSC Club Executive and Board function year 
round to support, promote and sustain your Club and organized snowmobiling. 
Environment Fund 
In addition to all the above, one dollar from every permit sold is dedicated to the OFSC 
Environment Fund to help the OFSC and your Club keep trails open by protecting our 
Snowmobiling environment. 

 



Trail Patrol 
 
Recertification of Trail Patrollers for 2011 – 2012 season plus training for new patrollers will take 
place this Fall. Notification of date and location will be posted on the BDSC web site once it is 
finalized.  
 
Back in February some of us spent a few hours with a couple of OPP officers doing Trail Patrol 
duties. The officers were very professional, had a great sense of humor and were out there with us 
because they love the sport of snowmobiling.  It was quite interesting watching them do their job 
and how they interacted with the snowmobilers. It was very rewarding to see that everyone that 
was stopped had a valid Trail Permit attached to their sled.  I realize that most people don’t like 
being stopped by the police but we have to remember that they are performing a service to the 
Clubs and snowmobilers in general. They are enforcing our rule, that you don’t ride OFSC Trails 
without a permit, that you must have valid insurance, which covers the other party in case of an 
accident, that you have proof of ownership which helps to prevent the theft of our Sleds and as 
important as all these other reasons,  that you are not impaired while operating a snowmobile.

Trail Grooming 
 
It was a very slow start this past year with serious grooming not starting until February.  We just 
starting packing the trails when we had major problems with one of our two groomers. A crew of 
volunteers spent the day in the bush patching the groomer back together. Many hours later we were 
able to walk it out to a waiting float on Highway 507. With the generous help of Twin Mountains 
and the Paudash Snowmobile clubs doing some of our grooming and our remaining groomer doing 
double duty we were able to maintain our trails.  We spent a lot less money on fuel this year as 
compared to the past but it seemed to be the year of breakdowns on both the groomers.  The club 
spent a considerable amount of money and countless volunteer hours on the equipment this year. 
Fortunately most of our bridges have been re-decked in the last two years, leaving only two small 
ones to be done this fall.  We should be in good shape this coming winter, the equipment is ready 
to go, all the major bridge work has been completed, we just need it to snow. 
 
Did you know? before any work can be started on a bridge or culvert a permit has to be applied for 
and the work approved. Both the MNR Minden office and the Federal Department of Oceans and 
Fisheries are involved extensively with site reviews, recommendations and final work permits.  
This means that someone from the Club has to take the Ministry representative to the job site and 
explain what needs to be done, draw up diagrams of the proposed work along with filling out the 
applications.

New Steel Bridge: 
Last year saw the installation of a new all steel decked bridge which replaced two 4 foot culverts 
near the intersection of the E108 and Moose trails. The cost of the bridge, transportation, and 
installation was close to $27,500 of which $18,000 came as a grant from the OFSC, $2,500 from 
the Kawartha ATV Association and the rest being paid from BDSC club funds. 
 
Irondale Rail Bridge at Gooderham: 
This bridge was re-decked at a cost of $5,200 to the Club not counting many hours of free labour 
supplied by BDSC volunteers and the generous help of Haliburton ATV Association.
